dled by removing it manually with a Sp"ng Weeds
rake or dethatcher. To help prevent
moss and control the spread of it,
we recommend a heavy calcitic
lime application in the spring and,
depending on the soil pH, some-
times again in the fall. Seeding in
the fall and proper nutritional care
and maintenance can keep the
moss from coming back.

Like all the popular weeds we
deal with in New England
throughout the year, these
weeds are temporary. Our weed
control is designed to target
these weeds so as long as
you're on our Lawn Care Pro-
gram, you should be good to go!

4. Fertilize. In the early spring, you'll notice that your grass is pale green,
gray or even yellow, depending on the variety of grass you have. As it
comes out of dormancy, it will naturally green up. To bring it back to life fast-
er and see it grow greener you should have our Lawn Care Program.

5. Prevent crabgrass. It may seem too

The Importance Of Soil

Crabgrass

Soil health is the most important part of having healthy turf. Having the right pH
level allows turf to take in the nutrients more efficiently. Microbial activity in the
soil allows those nutrients to break down properly so turf can use them. Soil
texture is also crucial. Our New England soil is typically sandy, so nutrients do

not hold well in the root zone. Because this issue is so widespread in south-
east Massachusetts, we’'ve come up with a solution. Our Soil Enrichment Pro-
gram utilizes humic acid to keep nutrients in the root zone longer, maximizing
the uptake of nutrients. Its custom blend of other organic materials feed mi-
crobes that break down unusable nutrients in the soil. Although there are a

3 Reasons Why
You Shouldn’t
Seed In The
Spring

1. No root development—
Grass knows that spring is
time to reproduce. It focuses
all of its resources on growing
tall, green shoots and seed
heads instead of a root sys-
tem that'll help absorb and
retain water and nutrients. All
the water in the world will not
be enough to protect your
grass from summer stress if it
doesn’t have a root system.

2. Weeds, weeds, weeds!
The most important, time-
sensitive thing you can do for
you lawn is apply a crabgrass
preventative, AKA pre-
emergent. Pre-emergent
stops grass seed from grow-
ing too. If you seed, you can-
not apply pre-emergent, and
if your grass can’t make it
through the summer, it’ll be
overtaken by crabgrass.

3. You’ll end up seeding in
the fall again anyway. Even
if you watered and fertilized
faithfully, odds are, you'll still
end up with patchy, bare are-
as after the crabgrass re-
cedes in the fall.

Yes, Ticks Are Out
Already.

There are a few things you
should know about ticks before
you can reclaim your property
and enjoy being in your own
backyard again.

First, it's important to know that
ticks are out and looking for a
host in temperatures as low as
40 degrees Fahrenheit. How- Deer Tick

ever, they avoid extreme heat. This means that they are less likely to be seen
during the hot summer months, but will resurface in the fall.

Next, inspect your property for areas of high activity. Because ticks like shade,
keep an eye out for wooded parts of your yard. The CDC recommends having a
tick-proof barrier like gravel or woodchips between these areas and where you
spend the most time outside. Their distaste of heat and direct sunlight will keep
them from crossing it. Another tip is to keep the lawn clean and free of leaf cover-
age and other debris so that they have less places to hide. Mowing the lawn fre-
quently will also help with this.

Lastly, spray your yard with tick control. Some products can only be applied by
a state licensed applicator.
