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Ian’s Turf Talk: Common Causes of 
Brown Lawns 
Ian Tlasek is LD’s Operations Manager and 
our all-knowing grass master. He has put 
together a list of common summer issues 
that can cause browning in a lawn. 

 

      
1. Drought Stress 

Drought stress hap-
pens when a plant 
goes without water for 
longer than it should. It 
can even happen if it’s 
just not being watered 
enough. Summer watering should be done early in the morning, 
for long periods of time but infrequently. In towns with water bans, 
drought stress is nearly inevitable. 

2. Heat/Sun Stress 

In extreme tempera-
tures or excessive 
sunlight, water won’t 
be enough to keep a 
lawn green. Try grow-
ing out your lawn 
longer than usual so 
that the long blades 
can create shade for 
themselves. If you have a septic tank or concrete somewhere 

under your lawn, those parts of the grass will brown easier than 
the rest. With extra foot traffic or pressure, this browning can be 
exacerbated. 

3. Fungus 

There are many types of 
fungus that arise in the 
New England summer. 
Most of them come to be 
in extra moist, warm envi-
ronments. Use a rain 
gauge to make sure you’re 
not overwatering your 
lawn. And make sure to 
water early in the morning 
to avoid keeping excess 
water on the lawn’s sur-
face over night.  

4. Insects 

Arguably, the worst part of 
summer, and a huge 
threat to lawns. Insects 
like chinch bugs and sod 
webworm feed on grass 
blades, suck out all of the 
juices and nutrients and 
cause severe browning 
and lasting damage. 
These are nearly impossi-
ble to prevent, but can be 
managed with summer 
insect control.

This prevents you from having to cut 
off more than 1/3 of the grass blade 
off at a time, which is damaging. 

Grubs can be devastating to a lawn 
and must be prevented in summer 
before they reach the larva stage. 

Watering less often but for longer 
periods of time ensures a nice, deep 
drench that promotes deeper roots. 

Lawn Doctor products are applied 
strategically and any additional prod-
ucts may cause damage to the lawn. 

Do not mow shorter than 3 inches. 
Grass needs to create shade for it-
self to keep the soil temperature low. 

Watering at night means excess wa-
ter will sit on the grass surface for too 
long and will promote fungal growth.
